Frequency: irregular once or twice an hour 7:43-15:00 and 18:00 to 21:43; twice an hour
at 13 and 43 minutes past the hour from 15:00-18:00.

Duration: 60 minutes

1) Proceed to the Narita International Airport rail station and purchase a Narita Express
ticket to Tokyo (about Yen 3,000). At the ticket counter (or to someone near the ticket
counter/machine): Excuse me. Can you help me? I want to buy a one-way ticket on the
Narita Express train to JR Tokyo Station. Thank you.
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2) Take the Narita Express to JR Tokyo Station.

3) Proceed to the Tokaido Shinkansen bullet train entrance. For help: Excuse me. [ am
looking for the Tokaido Shinkansen ticket gate entrance. Can you help me? Thank you.
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4) At the gates, get a one-way ticket for Kyoto on the bullet train. For help at the ticket
counter or ticket machines: Excuse me. Can you help me? I want to buy a one-way ticket
on the shinkansen bullet train to JR Kyoto Station. Thank you.
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5) Exit JR Kyoto Station at the Hachijo exit (south side). Find a taxi and tell the driver:
Please take me to the Yachiyo Ryokan (Tel: 771-4148).
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
